. Future business programme — The Bureau discussed a revised programme of business
for the week commencing 18 May 2020 and a programme of business for the weeks
beginning 25 May 2020 and 1 June 2020.

o refer the Animals and Wildlife (Penalties, Protections and Powers) (Scotland) Bill
back to the Environment, Climate Change and Land Reform Committee for
consideration at Stage 2 and to recommend to the Parliament that consideration
of the Bill at that stage be completed by Friday 5 June 2020.

5. Approval of SSIs — The Bureau agreed to recommend to the Parliament that the Direct
Payments (Crop Diversification Derogation) (Scotland) Regulations 2020 (SSI 2020/135)
be approved.

6. Publication scheme — It was agreed that all papers considered at the meeting should be
published.
